GENERAL ELIGIBILITY (see specific categories for detailed eligibility)

Silver Medal Award: Must be an architect member in good standing in the AIA WMR.

Young Architect Award: Must be an architect member in good standing in the AIA WMR who has been licensed fewer

than 10 years.
Architectural Firm of the Year: Firm must be located within the boundaries of the Western Mountain Region (Arizona,

Colorado, New Mexico, Nevada, Utah, or Wyoming), have at least one principal who is a member
in good standing of AIA WMR, and have received the award from its resident AIA State or
Chapter.

Award of Distinction: Must be a non-architect who is influential in terms of the public understanding and/or quality of
the built environment in the Western Mountain Region.

Twenty-Five Year Award (Building): Structure must be at least 25 years old, located within the six states of the AIA WMR,
and in active use today.

Note: Past recipients of AIA WMR Honor Awards in any category are ineligible to enter.
